SHANGRI-LA
Shangri-La is a privately owned park located on the banks of the Green River near Black Diamond, Washington. Enjoy the scenic beauty of this magical place with its majestic trees, burbling creeks, landscaped wonders, the awesome splendor of a mighty waterfall, and the summer serenity of the Green River. However be careful, the Green River’s summer serenity can sometimes mask strong currents and cold water flow.
The Shangri La Lodge and Campground comes complete with electricity and refrigeration, running spring water, heated showers, a woodstove, indoor and outdoor propane cooking facilities, and a sleeping loft.  There are ten electrical hook-ups for RVs or trailers.  Immediate lodge facilities include a rustic 16- foot banquet table, a dozen hefty picnic tables, a delightful fire-pit area with a 22- foot bench, and lots of Adirondack wooden chairs.   Creature comforts include flushing toilets and a shower room with unlimited hot water.  Kids of all ages will enjoy the “Big Toy” playground area, sandbox, a full volleyball court, a half-court basketball / pickle-ball court, tetherball, and horseshoe pits. There’s even a soccer / softball field, which double as guest parking.
You’ll find plenty of room for camping vehicles of every type as well as easy access to the river for fishing, swimming, or just a pleasant walk across an old wooden bridge or along quiet trails through century-old Red cedar and Douglas fir trees.
